-LKR field

2. Minutes of the previous meeting (#14, 22 March 2006 ) - approved
3. New Business:

a) EDI 
-We consulted both the Aleph 500 Users Guide and the section on EDI in the Acquisitions manual. Currency codes have to be ISO standard in order to use EDI. Bill thinks we should start using the standard codes. TW suggested adding the ISO currencies to Currency table and people could gradually start to use them (do in Test first). Bill will ask ExL if CDN can be changed to CAD everywhere in Acq as a global change.
-Before book and serial vendors can ftp reports or marc records to the libraries, EDI must be set up.

-Decided to start with EBSCO serials vendor as the first EDI vendor to set up and test. Helen Blanchard at MSVU will work with Bill and Ian to set up and test.

-Discussion of the use of dates in Acquisitions and Serials modules and how the display is not consistent (in some places month appears, or must be entered, first, and sometimes it is day).  Would like to standardize.

-Discussion of Spent report. TW sent Ian specifications of what is needed for the report. We also discussed other reports we need, and people talked about some reports they have been working on at their own libraries. TW to send around list of GEAC reports for discussion.
-Problem reported of serial orders not returning unspent money to budget once  invoice is paid. The only way to get that money back in the budget seems to be marking the order “invoice complete” but then you have to either uncheck it at the end of the year, or else wait until the new budget year, and uncheck it and re-encumber the orders. (If the box is checked at the end of the year, the system will not automatically encumber funds; this will have to be done manually). KC said that if we start to use “invoice complete” checkbox we will need a renewable order report
-Open Expected issues service (Serial-13). This is an automatic service that can be run for all libraries or none, but not for just selected libraries. Majority of libraries wanted it run. TW will test in Test first.

-Tab 100: agreed that the way it is set up is working correctly

- Item status. When an item record is created during order creation, the item status is automatically set to “01” but this can be fixed so each institution’s loan period will fill in by default. Send info to TW to update tables.

-LKR fields, specifically in the child records of a membership or package: the uplink field in the child record leads to a suppressed parent record. Is there any point in putting LKR in the child record, or can we use another way to make parent-child links? Most people felt adding 740’s was the best idea.
