
Services for Serials in Aleph

[Main Menu Bar / Sevices / Serials]
There are nine serial related reports that are available from the Services Menu

These reports are grouped under five topics: claims, routings, serial patterns, check-in and publication schedules.

A Novanet Committee is looking at reports, to see what Novanet can use and at which level the reports need to be done - Novanet Office or Institution level.


Claims
Print claim report (serial-04)

This service saves or prints out a claims list of serials. The list consists of late arriving issues, as predicted in the claim delay schedule set up in the “Subscription Information” form.

Print claim letter (serial-44)

This service saves or prints out claims letters for serials. For each vendor, a letter is produced listing all late items, due from that vendor, for a specified time period. The letter could be sent as an email attachment.
Routing

Report of routing lists (serial-07)

This service creates a report listing the serials titles that are routed to library users, sorted by user. 

Letters to routing list members (serial-08)
This service produces a letter to each member of a Routing Group, indicating which titles are being circulated in all the Routing Group that they belong.
Serial Patterns

Test pattern opening (serial-12)

This service checks serial patterns, trying to open the next cycle, based on the pattern level-x field. 

Merge and duplicate serial pattern files (serial-53)

This service merges serial pattern files (up to ten file) and de-duplicates identical fields.
Check-in

List of serial titles and number of arrived issues (serial-16)

This service retrieves a serial titles list with issues that have arrived in a specific time span.

The report can be generated for all libraries or by sub-library.

Print arrived issues report (serial-06)

This list creates a report listing the serials items that have arrived in a specific time period.

(Note: no serial titles are supplied or division by sub-library)

Issues arrival statistics by sub-library – dates (serial-09)

This list creates a report listing the serials items that have arrived in a specific time period, detailed by sub-library and collection. It has grand totals reported for sub-libraries. 

Open expected issues (and publications schedules) (serial-13)

This service opens expected issues based on the date entered on the ?Open expected issue Until” field. New expected issues will open there is a valid subscription and Not opened in the past.
Publication Schedules

Export 85X records (serial-51)

This service is used to export serial predictions field pairs (Tag 85X/85X-x) from your library to identical titles in another library. 

Import 85X records (serial-52)
This service is used to import serial predictions field pairs (Tag 85X/85X-x) from another library to identical titles in your library. 


The matches are done from any of the MARC fields 001, 022, 035 or 245. 
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
