2 Pre-Upgrade Instructions

· Shut down all servers and background jobs that may be running.  Make sure you have a full backup of the account.

· Save the current contents of FINSERT AUTH.DCODES.EQU in FINSERT SAVE.AUTH.DCODES.EQU
3 Conversions that run automatically as part of upgrade

· CONV.CF.HOLDINGS.DEFN (defaults the HCDD definition for OPAC Pieces Summary into the new Pieces Summary Circ definition)

· UPD.ACCESS.PATCH21 (add new CIRC permissions to Circ user’s SAF record)

· PATRON.PASSWORD.UPCASE (converts lowercase passwords in the PATRON file to uppercase)

· MOVE.UNIX.LIB

4 Post-Upgrade Instructions

· Thesauri use - Review with the site and then modify the FINSERT AUTH.DCODES.EQU to match what the site already had setup for thesauri use in 6.8 (the pre-installation copy is in FINSERT SAVE.AUTH.DCODES.EQU).  Also, based on the site’s input, setup the 3 new DCODES for LC children’s literature, NLC, and RVM. If the site is not going to use these thesauri they should be set to null.
The installer also needs to update SINCLUDE AUTH.DCODES.BY.USE.US to match the DCODES chosen by the site.

Recompile all programs that use FINSERT AUTH.DCODES.EQU. The list of programs includes:

5 Changes for 6.82 Exclusively

5.1 General

Changes to support AdvCat – Release 6.03, AdvPac – Release 6.03, AdvHoldings – Release 6.03, AdvCirc – Release 6.03, AdvAcq – Release 6.03 and AdvMaint – Release 6.03. You MUST be at Release 6.82 Patch 21 to run the ADVANCE clients Release 6.03.

ADV9894
New CSOP option for filing rules will allow sites to  with extra symbols + plus, * asterisk, # hash, and % percent.  This will allow sites to index things like C+, C++, C*, C**, C#, 50% etc.  This filing rule option will default to not index these characters so that there is no change from the previous releases. The * asterisk is not indexed in the keyword indexes since the * is used as a truncation symbol for keyword searching.

*** Caution must be taken if turning ON this option.

If turned ON, a ZIPDEX remap MUST be done on ALL indexes for ALL databases (like MAIN, CIM, WIL, etc).  Also, ALL of the Acquisitions indexes (Order - ORD.INDX, Vendor - VEN.INDX, Invoice - INV.INDX, Fund - FUN.INDX, Journal - JRN.INDX and Archive – ARC.INDX if used) must be rebuilt and PATXREF file in Circulation must be rebuilt.

ADV9896
The error message that displayed when the 049.CTL.REC was missing asked for input at the end of the message. The logic now checks to determine if a phantom job is doing the check. If so, no input is requested.

ADV9901
Changes to the OBD definition for XML - Main database. Added 610 and 611 subject tags. Also changed the definition to define each subject tag separately.

5.2 Acquisitions

ADV9885
In Acquisitions invoicing verification, when the user chooses Totals Validation, only sum up the amounts in the regular charges, taxes and other charges fields of the detail records if the prorate method for these fields is set to 3 (user-defined). Gross, Discount and Special charge fields will be summed from the details every time the Total validation process is selected

ADV9912 ADV9913
Allow sites to export Voucher Print information in XML format. This export is controlled by the XMLVCH keyword on the AUTIL Menu which allows the site to set if XML vouchers are produced from the Voucher Print (VCHPR) job and, if they are, to specify the Unix Full Path for the exported file 

5.3 Cataloguing

ADV9904
A copy set could be linked to a location with the Placeholder only flag set to 'Y'. This is no longer allowed.

ADV9835
Fixed a problem when merging two authority records. If one was filed before 6.8 was installed and one after 6.8 was installed, the check of attribute 6 would fail. Attribute 6 is sub-valued in Release 6.8 and was not in 6.7. Instead of removing duplicate tags, the system would leave both. 

ADV9838
Check for multiple tag 007's in a bibliographic record when extracting the tag 007 to default into a new LOCCPY record. If multiple tag 007s are found, do not take the tag 007 from the bibliographic record

ADV9849
In Holdings edit, do not offer Bibliographic Edit for RBR only records. 

ADV9863
The holdings summary programs for OPAC, the Holdings client and Holdings maintenance were using the '%' character to represent a line break. This meant that '%' characters within holdings data were sometimes interpreted as new line characters. This was especially true when summary holdings statements were displayed. SDR #10883

ADV9869
Added a new option in HCDD for defining the Pieces Summary layout for the Circulation Client.  Also added new source field codes for Patron's name and barcode of patron that has the item checked out. 

ADV9902
Fixed a problem with merging authority records. 

For example, if you have two bib records 1st with 440 $a Test 1 $n Part 1 

                                                                 2nd with 440 $a Test 2 $n Part 2.  

Merge these two records and change the $n to $z so that you end up with 440 $a Test 1 $z Part 1 and file the record.

The $z is pulled back into the bib record which is refiled BUT the $z subfield is not authority controlled so the system creates a NEW authority for the 440 $ Test1 portion only. The system then DELETES the starting authority (because at this point it is provisional and NO bib records are linked to it) and then tries to link the second bib record to the authority that it has just deleted! This resulted in bibliographic records that pointed to non-existent authorities. 

ADV9899
Allow RBR titles to have an option '# item' to display the pieces from the summary. 

ADV9914
In Authority control, allow a $9 subfield in the 1XX and 7XX fields of bibliographic records to control thesaurus (like the 6xx tag’s second indicator). The $9 subfield can contain a number from 0 to 6 (corresponding to the 6xx second indicator) or an alphabetic string (meaning other sources like the $2 from the 6xx tag). This is non-standard USMARC but it allows sites that have non-LC 1xx or 7xx tags in the bibliographic record to record the thesaurus source. Using the $9 subfield to specify thesaurus results in the created authority record’s tag 008 offset 11 being set to the same value.

Impact: Sites will have to update the BTSD and BTSE values for the 1xx and 7xx tags to allow the input of the $9 subfield.  Sites will also have to update the GeoMarc tables if using GeoCat/AdvCat. At installation time, the installer and site need to work together to setup the FINSERT AUTH.DCODES.EQU item to reflect how the site intends to use Thesauri. If the site chooses to add new DCODES for LC children’s literature, NLC, and RVM thesauri, the new DCODES have to be setup in the OI 'OPAC Indexes' and the OS 'OPAC Searches' in OSUP. If assigning new DCODES or changing existing DCODES then a ZIPDEX remap is required.

ADV9956
Fixed the display problem that appeared on Holdings Pieces Summary, Location Copy Summary and Serial Copy Set Summary screens. If there were more than two fields that exceeded the maximum width of the column, some of the lines were overwritten by the next item. (SDR #11036)

5.4 Circulation

ADV9879
Added a new permission (permission #265) to Allow Accounting History to be displayed. Valid answers are N/Y/P. 

ADV9880
Added a new setup in CCT (CIRC.CONTROL) that controls whether checkout history is kept for non-housebound patrons 

10. Keep checkout history for non housebound patrons (1=Yes) : 1

ADV9877
When showing Account History Detail information, the Type column was displaying the block code, not the block code's Receipt display code. For example, a              Late Return was displaying a 14 in the Type column instead of RL (receipt display code from the BLK- codes record). 

ADV9947
Added changes for SIP-2 protocol to provide ability for voice renewals.

ADV9949
Fixed the Circ Offline load of Patron Expiry date. This problem started with Patch 19. The Patron Expiry date for patrons with checkouts in the offline file would get today’s date as the expiry date. Other Patrons with no checkouts would get no Expiry date. Now both of these situations get the same Expiry date as the Circulation client calculates for a new patron based on the Patron Code and / or the Patron group code.

ADV9861
If a patron had an item that was 'Claimed returned", then changed his/her barcode and the library staff then used CCS to mark the item as lost, the patron's BLOCKS and AR.SUMMARY records were not updated properly. 

ADV9862
Fixed problem with saving the total amount of the payment in the AR.CR file used for cash register reporting. Total was not correct in the Detail Register Report by Payment method if you paid more than one charge with a payment transaction (SDR 10913)

ADV9920
Fixed a problem in circulation blocks removal. The problem was created with patch 19 when a block for a processing fee was created. The system stored the item barcode in the BLK.ITEM field instead of a 1 or 2 (as in previous releases). This meant that sites could have old records with a 1 or 2 and new PRO blocks created with the item barcode in the BLK.ITEM field of the BLOCKS record. When the processing fee blocks got deleted, the item barcode (from the AR.BILLS record) was used to find the correct PRO type block to delete. The new deletion logic was not successfully matching on old records. The new logic now checks for the item barcode and if the matching logic fails, it then tries to find a match with the value of 1 in BLK.ITEM. (SDR # 10945)

ADV9955
When dynamic stock items (which are part of a multipart set) were checked in, the system changed the location information in the LOCCPY for the entire set. The system will now create a new LOCCPY for the checked in item. (SDR #11002)

ADV9958
Fixed a problem with the Calendar phantom C job that resulted in wrong pickup locations being generated on pickup notices. (SDR #11001)

5.5 OPAC

ADV9888

ADV9848
Improve XML displays in OBD.

1. Disallow .nnn, nnn or "aaaa choices in the Data to Display field when updating an XML display record. 

2. For XML setup, use the Repeat Delimiter field to define the character that delimits multiple subfields in an XML display (2 of these characters will print with a blank character on each side). For example, if the repeat delimiter is “-", the display of a subject might appear as, "Photography -- Landscapes.". 

3. Change the default definition of Creator and Subject in XML display.
4. Include tag 593 (for URIPicture) and  856 $y for Linktext. This change allows for the display of pictures, links to URLs.
Changes for XML formatted records: 

1. Added ability to display non-romanized versions of records by reading non-romanized data from B.MASTER.XML (B.MASTER.XML.CIM) file. These files are set up as DYNAMIC files. The key to the B.MASTER.XML file is the LCN. If you are going to display non-romanized text, you need to create the two files B.MASTER.XML and B.MASTER.XML.CIM as dynamic files and file your nonromanized versions of records into them (by LCN).

2. Added the ability to define a local stylesheet through CF XML.LOCAL file 

3. Changes to the OBD definitions for XML 

These changes allow for the display of chinese, japanese, etc text. 

To show pictures in XML displays, update BTSD and BTSE (CTSD and CTSE in Community Information) to include definitions for:

Tag 593 - URI Picture tag (R)


Subfield a - name (NR)


Subfield c - credit (NR)


Subfield u - URI for picture (NR)

Tag 856 - URI tag (R)


Subfield y - Link text (NR)

If you are already using tag 593 for another purpose, choose another tag number (define the same subfields as above) and then change the OBD definitions for XML display for the MAIN and CIM databases. The URIPicture definition should be changed to use your new tag instead of tag 593. 

ADV9839
Fixed a Boolean Modify Search display problem. Problem would occur after doing a word search, then modify search, then choose OPAC Parms, change the qualifier and then resume the search. If you then chose Modify search again, the display of the search results would have extraneous sub-value marks and the user would get an error message displayed. "OPAC.SEARCH.RESULTS": Line 528, Nonnumeric data when numeric required. Zero used. Also added a new display, 'Currently Qualified by :', under the 'Your search' top line if user has a qualifier selected.

ADV9846
When exporting Level 1 Sublevel 3 (all location data) holdings through UABE, all holdings were not exported if the holdings were embedded in the MARC record. All holdings were exported if the holdings were NOT embedded in the MARC record

ADV9847
In OPAC, if you set the system up to break on the COLLECTION level threshold, the display was not correct. 

ADV9837
In OBD in OPAC, the Repeat delimiter was ignored. For example, if you defined a field on OBD as Added Authors *700 with Repeat delimiter set to ‘;’, your added authors would display on separate lines instead of displaying on the same line separated by ‘;’. 

ADV9919
Fixed the problem when selecting an item from the RBR Title search. When an item was selected from the browse list, the highlighting effect was not correct. (SDR #10986)

ADV9954
Fixed an OPAC holdings summary display problem. The problem appeared when there were two or more fields that exceeded the column field width.

5.7 Utilities, Servers and Release Conversions

ADV9846
When exporting Level 1 Sublevel 3 (all location data) holdings through UABE, all holdings were not exported if the holdings were embedded in the MARC record. All holdings were exported if the holdings were NOT embedded in the MARC record 

ADV9834
Corrected a problem in batch update of Patron records from a patron load. This problem would have affected only multi-membership customers. 

ADV9900
Changes to UABE (Bibliographic export) to allow export of records in XML format. Also changed the format of holdings records exported by the loader. Tag 4 now includes ALC$INSTITUTION and file type ('b') as well as the LCN. 

ADV9910 ADV9911
Allow sites to generate Patron Information for export in XML format. This exported information includes Patron information, Checkout items, Blocks, and Holds. The first time it is run, the user needs to setup an output control record using the XMLPAT keyword. The control record includes the description and Unix full path for the exported file. Please ensure that users have write permissions to the area pointed to by the Unix path. 

ADV9915
Allow Acquisitions Fund records to be exported in XML format using the XMLFUND keyword from the Master menu. 

ADV9957
Fixed a problem with the Patron loader (keyword UIPR). If the user answered yes to the prompt, "Discard batch item if no Personal ID number”, new records would not load even if they had valid new SSN's. (SDR #11040

ADV9960
Fixed the dictionary TX.SESS in the EXCEPTION file. 

@ID,"G3.1" was changed to @ID,"G0.1". 


ADV9961
Fixed the circulation offline loader to set the patron code and patron group code. Due dates and the expiry date of patrons were not calculated correctly.

ADV9962
Index normalization was not properly handling the leading article stripping when the first leading article contained an apostrophe. The normalization removed the leading article with the apostrophe but then treated the remainder of the word as a complete word. If that word was part of the stopword list, it too was removed as part of the normalization of the searchstring.

Example : Title = L'un d'entre eux

The L' was in the leading article list and it was removed from the searchstring. The system then looked at the ‘un’ and, since ‘un’ was found in the stopword list, also removed it from the searchstring. This resulted in the search being placed in the ‘D’s instead of the ‘UN’s.

Impact:

A site will need to remap indexes ONLY if it has a "something apostrophe"

in its leading articles list.  In that case, a ZIPDEX remap MUST be done on ALL indexes for ALL databases (like MAIN, CIM, WIL, etc).  Also, ALL of the Acquisitions indexes (Order - ORD.INDX, Vendor - VEN.INDX, Invoice - INV.INDX, Fund - FUN.INDX, Journal - JRN.INDX and Archive – ARC.INDX if used) and PATXREF file in Circulation must be rebuilt 

ADV9840
Increased the Maximum Message size in the Z39.50 server

ADV9876
Changes to one of the error messages from self-checkout. If the item being checked out had a due date that could be overridden, the self-checkout software would return the message, 'Surcharge on Item. Please contact member of staff.' (i.e. contents of CODES MSG-SCM11). Under these circumstances, the self-checkout software will now return the message, 'No due date' (i.e. contents of CODES MSG-SCM10).

ADV9932
Changes to Z39.50 C code to make sure that non-XML records are converted properly.
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
