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1 Introduction

This document describes the changes that have been implemented for ADVANCE 6.82 Patch 22

2 Pre-Upgrade Instructions

· If the site uses the Serials module, run the SDATE job (part of Serials Calendar processor)

· Shut down all servers and background jobs that may be running.  Make sure you have a full backup of the account.

· Save the current contents of FINSERT AUTH.DCODES.EQU in FINSERT SAVE.AUTH.DCODES.EQU.

3 During the upgrade

3.1 Things to watch for

· The program GCIRC.CHK.HISTORY.DETAILS will get a WARNING message during compilation if the new CHIST option is not turned on. This WARNING, “WARNING: Variable 'F$CHECKOUT.HIST' never assigned a value” is to be expected.

· The program ZIP.REBUILD.MARC.PRE will probably get an error message and will not compile. This is to be expected.

3.2 Conversions that run automatically as part of upgrade

· FIX.SRTE (fixes the SRTE file)

· REBUILD.SCLM (fixes SCLM and SCLM.XREF) 

· FIX.CHKIN.SHPTO 

· FIX.NXT.EXP 
· CONV.CHECKOUT.HIST

Two new files will be created as part of the upgrade

· INV.NUM.XREF – inventory number index. Create as type 18 - if the site is not going to implement the new Inventory Number feature (see Impact Statement for Clients 6.04), the mod and sep can be left at 1,1. Otherwise, use the guideline mod 4517 sep 4 for 285000 (PIECES and SCPY) records.

· PIECES.PILON (records in the PIECES.PILON file are larger that records in the PIECES file). PIECES.PILON records contain the attributes from the PIECES file plus 7 other attributes – see the Client Impact statement for more details. Calculate the mod and sep of this file based on the number of deleted PIECES that the site expects. If the site chooses to use this feature, a PIECES.PILON record is created whenever a PIECES record is deleted. If the site is not going to use this feature, set the mod and sep to 1. 

3.3 If the Upgrade fails

If the upgrade fails while it is doing the Conversions (after it has finished the compilations) with the error, COMMON size mismatch in subroutine "xxxxxxx”, you must leave and re-enter UniVerse. The paragraph SLT.PA in VOC contains the list of Conversions that will run during your upgrade. Look for the line “* Start of conversions” and, from there, find the program that failed. You will have to run this program and all other conversion programs (listed in VOC SLT.PA) manually at TCL.

For example, if your upgrade shows you the following:

* This program will check if there are any missing links between

* routing lists and routees (between type 0,1 and 2 records).

* It then fixes the corrupted records by reinstating the links,

* and it will also remove the links which point to non-existing

* records or re-create the records.

* Re-index SRTE after executing this program

4 Post-Upgrade Instructions

· modify the FINSERT AUTH.DCODES.EQU to match what the site already had setup for thesauri use in 6.8 (the pre-installation copy is in FINSERT SAVE.AUTH.DCODES.EQU)

take the values of

Review with the site (ADV9987) whether Thesauri handling should be turned ‘on’ or ‘off’. If you leave the THESAURI line in AUTH.DCODES.EQU set to '1' then the systems works the same as before.  If you set the THESAURI to '0', this turns off the thesauri matching and a ZIPDEX remap will have to be done.

Regardless of how you set the THESAURI line, you must recompile the following:

        If you changed the setting of THESAURI, you must do a ZIPDEX remap.

· Check the site's setting for the CSOP option ’Allow '+*#%' to file in the index’. If set to "1'', a ZIPDEX remap will be required. See ADV10039 in the Cataloguing section for more details.

· Check the site’s CSOP option to ‘allow the $9 in Bibliographic tags 1xx/7xx’. 

If the site already has Patch 21 and wants to keep the $9 subfields in its records, this option should be turned ON (set to ‘1’) and no Zipdex remap is required. 

If the site already has Patch 21 and wants to get rid of the $9 subfields in its records, this option should be turned OFF (set to ‘0’ or blank) and a Zipdex remap of the indexes must be done.  

If the site did not have Patch 21, the $9 option is turned off by default (meaning that the system works the same as in Patch 20 or earlier). If the option is left turned off, no Zipdex remap is required. If the option is turned on, a Zipdex remap is required.

· After the upgrade is complete and the calendar processors have been brought up, make sure that the SDATE job is run from the SCP keyword in SER. 

5 Changes for 6.82 Exclusively

5.1 General

ADVANCE 6.82 Patch 22 contains changes to support AdvCat – Release 6.04, AdvPac – Release 6.04, AdvHoldings – Release 6.04, AdvCirc – Release 6.04, AdvAcq – Release 6.04 and AdvMaint – Release 6.04. You MUST be at Release 6.82 Patch 22 to run the ADVANCE clients Release 6.04.

5.2 Acquisitions

ADV10090
In Acquisitions purchase order format setup, POFMT, allow the user to specify whether the system should break at the end of a word instead of breaking in the middle of words. In order to generate Purchase orders with fields that break at the end of a word, set POFMT line 10 (10. BREAK AT THE END A OF WORD) to ‘1’. Set it to ‘0’ if you want to fold the string exactly at the position defined in the format code definition. (SDR #11403)

5.3 Cataloguing

ADV9986 ADV9985
Added a new option "Allow Bibliographic 1xx/7xx subfield 9" to the CSOP keyword. If set to '0' or blank, will not allow the Bibliographic 1xx/7xx tags to have a $9 subfield added when an authority record is changed by the system.

ADV9987
Added a new option in FINSERT AUTH.DCODES.EQU to allow sites to turn off Thesauri matching from bib to authority. Before this, if a site had bib records with different 6xx second indicators (subject thesauri), the system would generate different authority records with the thesauri code from each bib record in the tag             008. What this change does is ignore any 6xx second indicator in the bib record on matching or creating the authority tag 008\11. It will default to the tag 6xx second indicator of the first bib that creates the new authority. No matching is done on the tag 008\11 for authority loads either. That means that if you have an authority record with a tag 008\11 = a and a new one gets loaded with tag 008\11 = 'b' then it will overwrite  the 'a' with the 'b'. Since you are not supposed to care about thesauri then what does it matter. The bib records still retain the value set in the second indicator. If you setup two bib records with the 650 subjects of Dogs with one having indicators B0 and the other B1, both generate their own authority in the system before this change. After this change, they link to the same authority record. With the THESAURI set to '1' and prior to this patch, the system could have filed a subject list Dogs that came from two different subject thesauri second indicators as two authority records and would make two index entries in the       subject search - both as subject Dogs. With the THESAURI set to '0' and a ZIPDEX remap, the subject search for Dogs will give just one entry. ()



ADV10010
Fixed a check for soft-locked records that could cause problems with the merge BACKFLUSH. 

ADV10039
Fixed a problem in normalization if the CSOP option, ’Allow '+*#%' to file in the index’, was turned on. The normalization routine was no longer stripping ‘.’ (period) during normalization. If the site had this option turned on, a ZIPDEX remap and rebuild of all indexes is required. 


Fixed problem with French translation in CA.MARC.EDIT.CHECKS (SDR#11317)

5.4 Circulation

ADV9972
When the CPC Expiration Date and No. of years before expiration were both null, the default expiration date (in CPR) wasn’t being calculated from CPGC. (SDR# 11163)

ADV9973
The patron browse in CPR, COUT and HRT was not displaying the second address line. (SDR# 11169)

ADV9993
When making payments from Patron Registration, the amount of the cash payment was not properly recorded in the Cash Register summary.

ADV10008
CIND production code added to the Circulation processor. This new production job is used by the Charges in Days software. See the Client Impact statement for more details

ADV10017
If your PIECES record had multiple call number prefixes in the OWNING location, using CHR to reinstate the CURRENT location from the OWNING location would put the second Call number prefix (from the OWNING location) in the Call # suffix field (in the CURRENT location). (SDR #11281)

ADV10018
When you chose Full details # from the Items Out list, the Checkout notes did not display diacritics properly. 

ADV10043
When an item is checked in, checked out or the item status is changed via CIRC.ACTION.UPDATE, do not update the PCS.CAT (UPDATED BY) attribute in the PIECES record. 

ADV10042
In accounts receivable, if overdue items were checked in with the checkin date changed, the Ret.date field was displaying the actual checkin date instead of the  Check-in Date specified by the CD command. 

ADV10044
When an item was being renewed, if it was not overdue but was a RBR Due item, the message, "This item is due in RBR. Abort the checkout (Yes/No) ?" didn't appear 

ADV10057
Item barcodes with lower case alphabet characters were not recognizable in CIRC - CHQ and MB keywords. 


Fixed a problem with French translation in CIRC.PATRON.REGIS (SDR#11412)


Fixed problem with French translation of  “Pickup where found” that was causing the phrase, “'Retirer ou reserver' to be used as the actual pickup location if you then checked the item in.


Fixed French Menu de parametrage general, MPG. Option #2 was hidden by option #3. (SDR #11219)

5.5 OPAC

ADV9970
In OPAC when searching an item with level 4 and 5 displays, if there was more than one title selected from the Title Summary screen and you continued to select  #item and See next options more than 5 times, an array out of bounds error occurred. (SDR # 11143, 10551)

ADV10040
When using See next or See previous repeatedly and then # Item to see next level of holdings, the screen changed to Reserve materials display. A similar problem appeared when searching the RBR indexes - error - "RBR.INDEXES-No items in the List".

ADV10052
In OPAC display, if there were multiple institutions and the Holdings Threshold Table was set in OHD (eg. 2,2,2), the second level 1 display didn't show all expected sublocations.

5.6 Serials

ADV9977
RREC was missing some titles for some routing recipients. This problem occurred when two or more users updated routing information simultaneously (from client or server. (SDR# 11188)



ADV9982
Fixed the problem of two or more claims being generated for the same part. This problem was not caused from clients. A program, REBUILD.SCLM, runs as part of the upgrade to fix the records in the SCLM file 

ADV10011
If a claimed issue was linked to a PIECE, the SCLM record was not set to inactive. This issue would then continue to be claimed even though it was received and barcoded . A program, REBUILD.SCLM, runs as part of the upgrade to fix the statuses in the SCLM file. 

ADV10022
The PART.CHKIN.SHPTO attribute was not always cleared from the PARTS record when an issue was received. This caused a problem when you tried to delete the receipts (the system thought the PARTS record contained next expected information and would not allow you to delete it). Also added a missing END to HOLDINGS.CHK.MCHK. A program, FIX.CHKIN.SHPTO, runs as part of the upgrade to fix the PART.CHKIN.SHPTO attribute.

ADV10034
In serials checkin (both server and client), if a title had copy sets for more than one shipto location, the information on screens containing future issues would sometimes contain the first expected date in all of the boxes (even though the rest of the predicted information was correct). This problem was cosmetic only. No data corruption resulted from this problem. (SDR#11339)

ADV10058
There was a problem with autogeneration of serial claims. The system was not always generating claims at the proper time due to the fact that records in the CALENDAR.XREF.DATA file were getting corrupted. There is a fix program that runs automatically as part of the upgrade. 

ADV10067
When parts are moved from one TOH to another, make sure that the serial publication pattern remains first in the list of publication pattern keys so that predictions can continue to be made on the serial pattern. Previously, if you moved the parts from a non-serial TOH to a serial TOH, the publication pattern for the non-serial parts would appear first in the TOH's list of publication patterns and the system would not allow you access to the predictions screen for the serial publication pattern because it was not first in the list. 

5.7 Utilities, Servers and Release Conversions

ADV10091
In an earlier patch, the Maximum Message size in the Z39.50 server was   increased to 150,000 from 50,000. There is also an SCF item on the Server side that contains Preferred (attribute 4) and Exceptional (attribute 5) Message sizes. These attributes should have also been increased (to a maximum of 150,000) in order to handle large records. This SCF item now has larger values (150,000) in attributes 4 and 5.

ADV9980 ADV10036
In SIP-2 protocol, enable ability to 'Request SC/ACS Resend'. If the SC unit tells the ACS that it is using version 1.0, the ACS will talk version 1.0 with the SC unit even though it is capable of talking version 2.0. Make it possible for the system to keep track of selfcheck units running SIP-1 as well as SIP-2 through the same port. 

ADV10007
Fixed a problem with string matching  when converting strings to utf-8.  If the string being converted contained ‘…’, the routine could hang. 

ADV10038
There was a problem with UABE when outputting USMARC format data to a Unix file or to a Universe file. The routine built up a complete image of the output file in memory BEFORE writing the output. If the selection contained more than a few thousand records it would grind slowly to a halt and eventually crash with insufficient memory. 

ADV10047
Circulation Patron Loader was not updating with newer barcodes after the first new barcode was added. It was not matching on patron record if the incoming record had an older barcode for the same SSN. 

ADV10055
Fixed problem in circulation patron loader to check that the default expiry date that comes from the patron group (CPGC) is greater than today’s date and, if not, use the runtime expiry date. 

ADV10062
The circulation offline checkin was not clearing the "Claimed Returned" block from the patron record. 
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
