Advance 6.8 Gui (ver 6.03) Installation Documentation

Preamble: 

The following documentation has been updated for version 6.05 of the GUI software.

 The software may be installed only over the previous version.  Older versions of the software must be completely removed. Server/database file information should first be exported from the old software prior to the removal of the older software and then later imported into the new GUI software. Refer to the “Import Servers” section below.

Quick Notes:

1. Close all applications (i.e. email, web browser etc…) prior to installation.

2. Internet Explorer ver 4 or above must be installed prior to installation.

3. You may need to change the Date style. Verify in My Computer/Control Pannel, Regional Setting, that you have the 4 digit year in Short date and long date box. i.e. dd/MM/yyyy.  This may be a little different between Win98/WinXP.

4. The new version has replaced GeoCat/GeoPac with AdvCat/AdvPac. Old GeoCat/GeoPac shortcuts must be removed.

5. Should GeoParms Servers need to be retained, they will need to be exported to disk or file prior to a removal of the old software. A minimum GeoParms Server file is also available for downloading.

6. GeoParms Server Parameter information for Novanet must point to the new 11218 and 218 server ports and also to the new Novanet IP of 129.173.1.89.
7. Many problems have arisen from "Invalid User" and is most often related to the user and password information.  This has been remedied by synchronization of the passwords by using options 6 and 7 from the Advance main menu for Staff accounts.  Circulation accounts must contact the Novanet Office.

6. PASSWD  Change Login Password 

7. UCPW    Change ADVANCE Password

8. The first step is to synchronize UNIX and Advance passwords if this hasn’t previously been done.  Users who are synchronizing passwords for the first time will require Novanet staff assistance and should contact the Novanet office.

9. Once passwords are synchronized, they are the same username and passwords used in all places:

a. During the install – at the ADVANCE Client Specific window (or anytime by running regsetup)

b. In GeoSec

c. In GeoParms on the AdvCat software security tab

**NOTE**:  Whenever users change their password, they must resynchronize the passwords again and make the changes to all the above places.

Installation Procedure:

1. Download unzip/extract the program. From within the unzipped directory, run the setup by double-clicking the setup.exe file.  This is an application file and you may not see the .exe extension.

2. Click Next, at the Preferred Language prompt

3. Click Next ,at the Preparing to install Geac Library Client Software prompt

4. Select, the Install Now button

5. At the ADVANCE Clients Specifics screen, insert the following:

a.  License to:

Novanet Inc.

b.  Host Name:
129.173.1.89 

c.  Account Path:
/adv1/live68/ADV  (this is case sensitive)

d.  User name:

(Your Novanet user name)

e.  Password:

(Your Novanet password) then, select the Install Now button

6. Click the “Install Now” button, which will become available once ALL the boxes have been completed. After the install, click OK at the “ADVANCE Client Setup was completed successfully” prompt.  If you are prompt “Your application may not work correctly until you have rebooted your system”, click OK.  Reboot your PC before proceeding.
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Configuring the Client:

A number of steps are required to configure the client.

1. Import Servers (and configure Local server)

Either download (and unzip) the basic server file or Import a previous server file into Geoparms.

Start Menu, Programs, GEOS2 Administration, GeoParms - Servers button.

Select all the default servers using the shift key and the left mouse click and then press the erase button to delete default servers.  To add new or other server information, press the import button and retrieve the file containing the server information from its location on your computer. This could be either the file you have previously exported or the basic server file provided from the GUI web page.  Again, with the shift key and the left mouse button, select all (or if updating, only those you wish to add)  to import. Click the “Import Button”.  Server configuration windows for each server imported will pop up over each other. You will need to press the ok button for each server imported, but 

· STOP – DO NOT PRESS OK at the Novanet on Port 11218 server parameters window to make further changes.

· If you did not stop at this window, you will need to return to Geoparms to make the following changes:

i. Connection Tab, place checkmark in Multi Connect box

ii. Local Server Tab, place checkmark in Set as Local Server box

iii. Security Tab, insert username and insert password in Password and Confirm Password boxes. Once you entered the password in the Confirm Password box and pressed entered, press OK at the “Password changed successfully” window

Press the OK button with the green checkmark to accept the changes.  Continue pressing OK to accept other server parameters.  Press the yellow (yield sign) “Close” button on the Server Selection window.

Do not Close GeoParms yet….


At the GeoParms32 (small, long rectangular) window, select the Tuning button. Change the Scan Record Count down from 25 to 10.  Select  OK and the STOP button on the GeoPars32 window to close GeoParms32.

2.  GeoSec Setup/Users:

Start Menu, Programs, GEOS2 Administration, GeoSec

2a.
On the right hand side (Users) side, click once onto the down arrow “User Name”, to select it. Select the add button. Add username and password in the User Data window then press OK. 

Then exit GeoSec.

3
Strip Tags / Add Local Number and Add Doc-id indexes

Start Menu, Programs, GEOS2 Administration, GeoCat32 Configuration Setup


3a.
Select the Strip Tags tab. Below the Display tags to be stripped window, select the USMARC-B/ entry by left clicking once on it until highlighted. Then, click the Add button. Copy and past the following tags into the box that will appear below the Display tags to be stripped window.

035,039,095,593,598,852,938,948,949,999, then press the OK button.


3b.
Select the Searching Tab

In the Valid Search indexes box, scroll down the Valid Search Indexes window until 

12=Local Number,  appears.

Select it/highlighted by left-clicking with the mouse.

Selecting save will save and close the window.


4.
Marc Table Setup:
Start button choose Programs, GEOS2 Administration, Geomarc32 

** Caution must be used not to inadvertently delete a Marc standard. At this time, it is not known how to replace it if deleted.

In the Select Standard window, select USMARC-B by clicking on it once. Go to the Material Types box in the lower right and press the down arrow until you get an empty box. With the left mouse, click into the Code field. Tabbing doesn't work. Enter the following using the down arrow to proceed to another empty entry box:

Once you have completed entering the data, press the Save then Stop buttons.

5. 
AdvPac default Database selection :
Launch the AdvPac client and select the Databases button.  While pressing the Ctrl key, select the desired database(s). Press the Save button and enter a name for this group. You may make more than one database selection group. Once this has been done, select a group you wish to be the default from the group(s) you created (groups are displayed in Saved Database Groups windows) and select the default button. Select Close and then, OK.

AdvPac Desktop options:
          Launch AdvPac. From the menu options, select Setup,  Desktop.

Insert a checkmark in the following:

-Keep Discarded Records

-Close Results on New Search

-Display Results when received  and,

You may wish to de-select (remove the checkmark) in the Exit Confirmation box. 

Then press OK.


7.
AdvPac Default Search Screen and Search Index
You may wish to select a different default Search Screen and Search Index or create your own.

Launch AdvPac. From the menu options, select Setup, Search Windows.

7a.
Default Search Window

Your current Search Window will be the one that is highlighted/bolded. By double-clicking one of the other search windows makes it the default search window which will be the one used when AdvPac launches.


7b.
Default Search Index

If you would like to change or create a default Search Index, select the Modify button to edit the current Search Windows. Select the Search tab and remove the checkmark from the Pre-Select box. Click on the desired search index, i.e. Title and insert a checkmark in the Pre-Select box, then okay to apply.
