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Requirements

This section lists the software and hardware requirements for GeoWeb 4.0.p1.

PLUS and ADVANCE Release Levels

· For full GeoWeb 4.0 functionality, PLUS must be at Release 2.6 or higher.

· For full GeoWeb 4.0 functionality, ADVANCE must be at Release 6.7.14, 6.8.14, or higher.

Gateway Platform Requirements

· HTML 3.2 or higher compliant.

· Server OS: Sun Solaris 2.5.1 or 2.6, or Digital UNIX 4.0a or 4.0d, or IBM AIX 4.2. (Lower levels are not supported; higher levels have not been verified.)
· Perl 5.003. (Lower levels are not supported; higher levels have not been verified.)
· An e–mail system is required if you wish to use the GeoWeb messaging functions.

Client Requirements

· Browser supports forms and tables.

· Browser HTML 3.2 or higher compliant.

· Browser supports JavaScript. (Note that Microsoft Internet Explorer versions below 3.02 and Netscape Navigator versions below 3.0.1 do not adequately support JavaScript. For multilingual functionality, Geac recommends Internet Explorer 4.01 or higher, or Navigator 4.04 or higher.)
· Workstation supports display resolution at least 800 x 600 pixels, to avoid the need for excessive scrolling by users.

Enhancements

The following enhancements have been added in GeoWeb 4.0.p1. For descriptions of the enhancements added in previous releases, see the GeoWeb 4.0 Impact Statement.

Documentation

· Updated and improved the GeoWeb 4.0 Customer Questionnaire (English and French versions), incorporating some Release 4.0.p1 changes and many suggestions from the field.

· Added a GeoWeb 4.0.p1 Impact Statement that summarizes 4.0.p1 changes.

General

· Corrected the JavaScript routines to enable the display of error messages rather than variables in the JavaScript window.

· Added a phrase instead of error code for “Too Many Truncated Words”.

· Corrected the Global Color definitions.

· Replaced the default blank and French button gif images with ones that have “transparent” corners.

· Cleaned up full record labels: Bookmarked Records USMARC/CIM.

· Cleaned up screen formatting/display labelling.

Platforms

· Implemented the GeoWeb Init Server for the DEC environment.

· Implemented GeoWeb in the IBM AIX environment.

Languages and Diacritics

· Added full Spanish support: language files, buttons, and Help files.

· Changed language files to use HTML (ISO Latin 1) codes instead of ASCII codes for diacritic characters, thus eliminating the previously required different language files between platforms.

· Revised the diacritic handling in email functions and bookmarked record handling. Added a new diacritic function.

· Added the ability to define PLUS material type limits based on Language code, in Plus_limits.html.

Searches

· Added a new phrase for Reset Limits on the Limits page, and changed the corresponding online Help file.

· Added Ghost Phrases for the Limits screen.

· Improved the label handling in Bookmarked records.

· Corrected the loss of branch/agency information for email functions (ILL and Purchase request).

Patron Functions

· Added suppression of the Hold Title and ILL/Purchase Request buttons based on Patron Functions button availability.

· Improved the JavaScript error handling on Patron Functions.

· Corrected problems with ADVANCE patron functions. Patron information could be incorrect (information from a previous patron) if some information was missing from the Patron record.

Bug Fixes

The following bugs have been fixed in GeoWeb 4.0.p1. For descriptions of the bugs fixed in previous releases, see the GeoWeb 4.0 Impact Statement.

Languages and Diacritics

· Corrected basic diacritic handling for Microsoft Outlook and Microsoft Mail.

Known Issues

The following issues are outstanding in GeoWeb 4.0.p1.

Issues with Web Browsers

Internet Explorer

· When using Microsoft Internet Explorer 3.01 or 4.72, if longer titles wrap on the page to take up two lines, the Full Title icon moves to the second line.
· When using Microsoft Internet Explorer 3.02 or 4.72, if you make multiple clicks to mark a record because the response is a bit slow, multiple copies of the record are added to the Bookmarked list. If you delete a copy and then try to delete, print, or e-mail one of the other ones, an error message appears.

· Internet Explorer 4 crashes if you click the browser toolbar Print button on the Result List page for the first Print of the session. You can, however, press <Ctrl+P> or use the drop-down box.

Netscape

· When using Netscape Navigator 3.01, the Save As and Print features do not work on all pages.

· When using Netscape Navigator 4.04 or 4.5x, setting the cache setting to Never causes GeoWeb to not function, resulting in “no gateway” and “URL not found” messages.

Issues with Z39.50 Servers

ADVANCE

· If you click the Previous button several times after viewing the results of a scan (Browse) search, and then click the Next button, you refresh the screen instead of going forward. You need to click the Next button twice to move forward in the list.

· A patron attempting to change his or her password using an exclamation mark (!) gets an error message.

A new phrase on the Change Password page lists the valid and invalid characters for passwords (phrase 608).

· The following characters cause patron authentication to fail: spaces, hash marks (#), forward slashes (/), asterisks (*), exclamation marks (!), etc. In addition, only the first phone number in the record will be used. Note that some of these are caused by the parsing in GeoWeb.

PLUS

· Patrons are allowed to place holds although they should be prevented. These include a stopped patron, a patrons whose card has expired, a delinquent patron, and a patron who has a hold stop.

· Messages about the costs incurred to place holds are not shown.

· A keyword search containing numbers (from 0 to 99) produces no results and generates a “malformed query” error message on the Z39.50 server. CL‑CAT requires that you use quotes around the numbers, but quotes cannot be used for Z39.50.

· If you separate search terms by a comma, you need to enter a space after the comma. Otherwise, the search will produce no results. GeoWeb does not insert a space between the terms.

· Only the patron’s surname is shown in the confirmation for patron login to GeoWeb.

· When using Microsoft Internet Explorer, an error message appears if the patron’s items out are all items billed as long overdue and the patron attempts to renew them.

NOTIS

· On the Notis server, for large result sets (exact size undetermined), the number of results is displayed as 9999. If you attempt to access the higher numbers, you get zero results for display. This problem also occurred in the previous release.

Issues with GeoWeb

General

· Unexpected results or error messages may occur if you use the browser’s back button instead of the Return button provided. For example, this may occur when you return to the search result list from Patron Functions.

· Bookmarked Community Information records display empty “Also Known as” and “Meeting in” fields.

· Diacritics do not appear properly if you use the Print function in Bookmarked Records. Diacritics do print properly if you use the browser’s print function.

· On the DEC platform, bookmarking a record after using a diacritic in the search term (either by direct entry or through a hyperlink) causes an error. Doing a new search without entering the diacritic character will clear the error and allow bookmarking again.

Patron Functions

· Diacritics in the patron’s name are not displayed correctly in the Change Password response.

· A patron named D'angleo or D'Andrea cannot pass name validation for patron functions. GeoWeb strips the apostrophe from the term before sending it to PLUS for validation. The PLUS server validates the term as normalized (that is, without the apostrophe) and is therefore unable to match it.

· Internet Explorer 3x and Navigator 3x do not handle JavaScript properly for the diacritic display used in Patron valididation, and may generate a JavaScript error when required Patron information is missing and you are using the French or the Spanish language files. Click on the OK button to continue.

Searching

· Special characters cause problems in hyperlinked searches, which are the anchored searches on the Full Record display, such as author, series, and subject. 

· A hyperlink search containing quotation marks generates the error message “Unbalanced quotation marks”.

· A hyperlink search for C++ manuals generates the error message “Pluralization operator invalid.”

· A hyperlink search containing a slash (/) generates an error message.

· A search term with a hash mark (#) at the beginning generates the error message “invalid previous search specified”.
· On the Limits page, entering a date followed by more than one hyphen results in loss of session. For example, you can enter 1980- and get search results. However, entering 1980-- results in the session ending.

· A keyword or browse search term containing characters such as /, =, and ‘ in produces no results. Some characters are stripped and others are changed before the search string is sent to the server.

· A keyword or browse search term with an acute e (é) at the beginning produces unexpected results because the acute e is stripped.

· A search term containing square brackets ( [ ] ) produces no results and generates an error message.

· A search term containing angle brackets (<>) produces no results and generates an error message.

· If you select a limited search from Search History, “&Phrase155” appears in the Refine search text field.

· Multiple terms in the second part of an Advanced or Refined search are always ANDed with the first part of the search, even if you attempt to OR or NOT the parts. For example, if you enter this search:

Subject Term1
NOT  Title Term2 Term3

you would expect GeoWeb to search for:

(Subject Term1)  NOT (Title Term2 AND Title Term3)

or perhaps:

(Subject Term1)  NOT (Title Term2)  NOT (Title Term3)

but GeoWeb actually searches for:

(Subject Term1)  NOT (Title Term2)  AND (Title Term3)

To avoid possible confusion, do not enter multiple terms in the second part of an Advanced or Refined search.
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
